Hello, what can I expect? 
We'd like you to get the maximum spiritual benefit from your time with us, so let us introduce 
ourselves and tell you the sort of things to expect during a worship service here. 
 
In the foyer, a hymn book and usually a sermon outline and our current prayer news will be 
made available to you by one of the Deacons.  Bibles are also available if you require one.  We 
use the New King James Version of the bible in our services and Bible studies. 
 
Stand or Sit? 
We sit for most of the time during our worship service, and only stand when we sing. 
 
Offerings 
During the service, members of the church are given the opportunity to contribute money to the 
work of the gospel.  Please do not feel obliged to contribute. 
 
What is everyone singing? 
At the end of the offering we stand and sing the following song (also found on page xvi at the 
front of the Hymnal): 
 Praise God from who all blessings flow 
 Praise Him, all creatures here below 
 Praise Him above, ye heavenly host 
 Praise Father, Son and Holy Ghost. 
 
Have a meal with us 
On the 1st and 4th Sundays of the month after worship, we usually share lunch together.  Please 
stay for lunch so that you can get to know us better.   Before the meal we sing to give thanks to 
God for the provision of our food.  The words to the song that we sing are displayed in the foyer 
on the notice board.
